France for the product STERCO (FORMULATION CODE: GF-1352 WG; MARKETING AUTHORISATION Nº 

2090072), containing 250 g/kg florasulam, for use as a herbicide. 

The risk assessment conclusions are based on the information, data and assessments provided in Registration 

Report, Part B Sections 1-7 and Part C, and where appropriate the addenda for France. The information, data and 

assessments provided in Registration Report, Part B include assessment of further data or information as required at 

national registration by the EU peer review. It also includes assessment of data and information relating to STERCO 

(FORMULATION CODE: GF-1352 WG; MARKETING AUTHORISATION Nº 2090072) where those data have 

not been considered in the EU peer review process. Otherwise assessments for the safe use of STERCO 

(FORMULATION CODE: GF-1352 WG; MARKETING AUTHORISATION Nº 2090072) have been made using 

endpoints agreed in the EU peer review of florasulam. 

This document describes the specific conditions of use and labelling required for France for the registration of 

STERCO (FORMULATION CODE: GF-1352 WG; MARKETING AUTHORISATION Nº 2090072). 

Appendix 1 of this document provides a copy of the French Decision. 

Appendix 2 of this document is a copy of the draft product label as proposed by the applicant. 

Appendix 3 of this document is a copy of the letter(s) of Access. 

1 DETAILS OF THE APPLICATION 

1.1 Application background 

The present registration report concerns the evaluation of CORTEVA AGRISCIENCE FRANCE S.A.S’s 

application to market STERCO (FORMULATION CODE: GF-1352 WG; MARKETING AUTHORISATION Nº 

2090072) in France as an herbicide (product uses described under point 2.3). France acted as a zonal Rapporteur 

Member State (zRMS) for this request and assessed the application submitted after renewal of florasulam for the 

renewal of authorisation of this product in France and in other MSs of the Southern zone.   

1.2 Active substance approval 

Florasulam 

Commission Implementing Regulation (EU) 2015/1397 of 14 August 2015 renewing the approval of the active 

substance florasulam in accordance with Regulation (EC) No 1107/2009 of the European Parliament and of the 

Council concerning the placing of plant protection products on the market, and amending the Annex to 

Commission Implementing Regulation (EU) No 540/2011.  

Specific provisions of Regulation (EU) No 2015/1397 were as follows : 

For the implementation of the uniform principles, as referred to in Article 29(6) of Regulation (EC) No 1107/2009, 

the conclusions of the review report on florasulam, and in particular Appendices I and II thereof, shall be taken into 

account. 

In this overall assessment Member States shall pay particular attention to the risk to aquatic organisms and non-

target terrestrial plants. 

Conditions of use shall include risk mitigation measures, where appropriate. 

An EFSA conclusion is available (EFSA Journal 2015;13(1): 3984). 

A Review Report is available (SANTE/10542/2015 Rev 1, 14 July 2015) and List of studies which are considered 

as relied upon by the RMS for the renewal of approval (January 2016). 

1.3 Regulatory approach 
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The present applications (2016-1245, 2016-4466, 2019-6368, 2015-5970) were evaluated in France by the French 

Agency for Food, Environmental and Occupational Health & Safety (Anses)1 in the context of the zonal procedure 

for all Member States of the Southern zone, taking into account the worst-case uses (“risk envelope approach”)2 – 

the highest application rates over the Southern Zone. When risk mitigation measures were necessary, they are 

adapted to the situation in France. 

According to the French law and procedures, specific conditions of use are set out in the Decision letter. 

The amended French Order of 27th December 2019 provides that: 

- unless formally stated in the product authorisation, the pre-harvest interval (PHI) is at least three days; 

- unless formally stated in the product authorisation, the minimum buffer zone alongside a water body is five 

metres; 

- unless formally stated in the product authorisation, the minimum re-entry period is six hours for field uses and 

eight hours for indoor uses. 

Drift reduction measures such as low-drift nozzles are not considered within the decision-making process in France. 

However, drift buffer zones may be reduced under some circumstances as explained in Appendix 3 of the above-

mentioned French Order. 

The current document (RR) based on Anses’s assessment of the application submitted for this product is in 

compliance with Regulation (EC) no 1107/20093, implementing regulations, and French regulations. 

The data taken into account are those deemed to be valid either at European Union level or at zonal/national level. 

This part A of the RR presents a summary of essential scientific points upon which recommendations are based and 

is not intended to show the assessment in detail. 

The conclusions relating to the acceptability of risk are based on the criteria indicated in Regulation (EU) 

No 546/20114, and are expressed as “acceptable” or “not acceptable”/“not finalised” in accordance with those 

criteria. 

Finally, the French Order of 12 April 2021 provides that: 

-  an authorisation granted for a “reference” crop applies also for “linked” crops, unless formally stated in the 

Decision 

- the “reference” and “linked” crops are defined in Appendix 1 of that French Order. 

Thus, at French national level, possible extrapolation of submitted data and the corresponding assessment from 

“reference” crops to “linked” ones are undertaken even if not clearly requested by the applicant in their dRR, and a 

conclusion is reached on the acceptability of the intended uses on those “linked” crops. The aim of this Order, 

mainly based on the EU document on residue data extrapolation5 is to supply “minor” crops with registered plant 

protection products. 

Therefore the GAP table (Section 2.3) and Decision may include uses on crops not originally requested by the 

applicant. 

The Decision, as reproduced in Appendix 1, takes also into account national provisions, including national 

mitigation measures.

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3 RISK MANAGEMENT 

3.1 Reasoned statement of the overall conclusions taken in accordance with the Uniform Principles  

3.1.1 Physical and chemical properties 

The product GF-1352 is a water-dispersible granule (WG). All studies have been performed in accordance with the 

current requirements and the results are deemed acceptable. The appearance of the product is that a mixture of light 

and dark brown granules with a faint clay-like odour. It is not explosive, has no oxidising properties and is not 

flammable. It has a self-ignition temperature of  381 °C. In aqueous solution (1 %), it has a pH value around 5 at 

20 °C. There is no effect on the stability of the formulation, since after 14 days at 54 °C and eight weeks at 40 °C, 

neither the active substance content nor the technical properties were changed. The stability data indicate a shelf life 

of at least two years at ambient temperature when stored in PET bottles, HDPE bottles or plastic-lined foil bags. The 

technical characteristics are acceptable for a water-dispersible granule formulation and indicate that no particular 

problems are expected when it is used as recommended.   

The formulation is not classified for the physical-chemical aspect. 

3.1.2 Methods of analysis 

Analytical methodology for the determination of active substance florasulam, in the formulation is available in this 

dossier and validated. 

Analytical methods are available in the Renewal Assessment Report (RAR) and validated for the determination of 

residues of florasulam in plants (high-water-content commodities, dry commodities, high-acid–content commodities 

and fatty commodities), foodstuffs of animal origin, soil, water (surface and drinking) and air. 

The active substance is neither toxic nor very toxic, hence no analytical method is required for the determination of 

residues in biological fluids and tissues. However, analytical methodology for the determination of florasulam in 

body fluids is available in the RAR and considered validated.  

An analytical method for the determination of the relevant impurity 2,6 DFA in the preparation and a wettability test 

in the real conditions of use are required post-authorisation.

3.1.3.1 Acute Toxicity 
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STERCO (FORMULATION CODE: GF-1352 WG; MARKETING AUTHORISATION Nº 2090072), containing 

250 g/kg florasulam has a low toxicity acute oral, inhalational and dermal toxicity, is not irritating to the rabbit skin, 

is not a skin sensitiser but is irritating to the rabbit eye.

According to the model calculations, it may be concluded that the risk for the operator using STERCO 

(FORMULATION CODE: GF-1352 WG; MARKETING AUTHORISATION Nº 2090072) is acceptable with a 

working coverall (90 % protection factor) and gloves during mixing/loading and application.

3.1.3.2 Bystander Exposure 

No bystander risk assessment is required for PPPs that do not have significant acute toxicity or the potential to exert 

toxic effects after a single exposure. Exposure in this case will be determined by average exposure over a longer 

duration, and higher exposures on one day will tend to be offset by lower exposures on other days. Therefore 

exposure assessment for residents also covers bystander exposure. 

 

3.1.3.3 Residential Exposure 

Residential exposure was assessed according to EFSA model. Exposure is estimated to 5 % of the AOEL of 

Florasulam (child exposure considered as a risk envelop) when mitigation measures such as a buffer zone of [3] 

meters are taken. 

It is concluded that there is no unacceptable risk to the resident exposed to STERCO (FORMULATION CODE: 

GF-1352 WG; MARKETING AUTHORISATION Nº 2090072). 

3.1.3.4 Worker Exposure 

Workers may have to enter treated areas after treatment for crop inspection or irrigation activities. Therefore 

estimation of worker exposure was calculated according to the Efsa model. Exposure is estimated to be 1.3 % of the 

AOEL of florasulam with workwear (coveralls). It may be concluded that there is no unacceptable risk anticipated

3.1.3.4 Relevance of metabolites 

The metabolites are not relevant concerning toxicology. 

3.1.4 Residues and Consumer Exposure 

Critical GAP(s) and overall conclusion 

Overall conclusion   

The data available are considered sufficient for risk assessment. Any exceedence of the current MRL in cereals and 

animal commodities for florasulam as laid down in Reg. (EU) 396/2005 is not expected. 

 

The chronic and short-term intakes of florasulam residues are unlikely to present a public health concern. As far as 

consumer health protection is concerned, zRMS France agrees with renewal of the authorisation of the intended 

uses. 

 

According to available data, no specific mitigation measures should apply. 

 

Data gaps 

Some data gaps were identified at EU level during the renewal evaluation of florasulam (EFSA, 2015): 

 

 Data and/or information addressing the toxicity of the major plant metabolite 4-hydroxy-florasulam and the 

potential exposure of livestock and subsequently the consumer through animal commodities to this metabolite.  

 Rotational crop data considering the crop groups and plant-back intervals as required by current guidance. 

Data required post-authorisation: none.

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As residues of florasulam do not exceed the trigger values defined in Reg. (EU) No 283/2013, there is no need to 

investigate the effect of industrial and/or household processing. 

 

Residues in succeeding crops have been sufficiently investigated taking into account the specific circumstances of 

the cGAP uses being considered here. It is very unlikely that residues will be present in succeeding crops. 

Nonetheless, submission of additional rotational crop data at EU level, addressing a plant-back interval of 365 days 

and taking into account persistent metabolites TSA and ASTCA, are desirable to address the residue definition in 

rotational crops. 

 
Considering dietary burden and based on the intended uses, no significant modification of the intake was calculated 

for livestock. Further investigation of residues, as well as the modification of MRLs in commodities of animal 

origin, are therefore not necessary. However, it should be noted that further evidence with regard to occurrence, 

behaviour and/or toxicity of 4-hydroxy-phenyl-florasulam is still required to finalise the livestock residue definition. 

This is to allow finalisation of the risk assessment and to determine potential exposure of livestock and subsequently 

the consumer through animal commodities to this metabolite (EFSA, 2015).

3.1.5 Environmental fate and behaviour 

The fate and behaviour in the environment have been evaluated according to the requirements of Regulation (EC) 

No 1107/2009. Appropriate endpoints from the EU conclusions were used to calculate predicted environmental 

concentration (PEC) values for the active substance florasulam and its metabolites for the intended use patterns. In 

cases where deviations from the EU agreed endpoints were considered appropriate (for example when additional 

studies are provided), such deviations were highlighted and justified accordingly. 

The PEC values of florasulam and its metabolites in soil, surface water and groundwater have been assessed 

according to FOCUS guidance documents, with standard FOCUS scenarios to obtain outputs from the FOCUS 

models, and the endpoints established in the EU conclusions or agreed in the assessment based on new data 

provided.  
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PECsoil and PECsw values derived for florasulam and its metabolites are used for the ecotoxicological risk 

assessment, and mitigation measures are proposed.  

PECgw values for florasulam and its metabolite do not occur at levels exceeding those mentioned in Regulation 

(EC) No 1107/2009 and guidance document SANCO 221/2000 on the relevance of metabolites in groundwater. 

Therefore no unacceptable risk of groundwater contamination is expected for the intended uses for application at 

0.015 kg/ha before vegetative rest, and for application at 0.025 kg/ha after vegetative rest.  

Based on vapour pressure, information on volatilisation from plants and soil, and DT50 calculation, no significant 

contamination of the air compartment is expected for the intended uses. 

3.1.6 Ecotoxicology 

The ecotoxicological risk assessment of the formulation was performed according to the requirements of Regulation 

(EC) No 1107/2009. Appropriate endpoints from the EU conclusions for the active substance and its metabolites 

were used for the intended use patterns. In cases where deviations from the EU agreed endpoints were considered 

appropriate (for example when additional studies are provided), such deviations were highlighted and justified 

accordingly. 

 

Based on the guidance documents, the risks for birds, aquatic organisms, mammals, bees and other non-target 

arthropods, earthworms, other soil macro-organisms and micro-organisms and terrestrial plants are acceptable for 

the intended uses. Risk mitigations measures are required to protect aquatic organisms. The risk to aquatic 

organisms is thus acceptable for application at 0.015 kg/ha before vegetative rest, and after vegetative rest for 

application at 0.025 kg/ha. 

 

3.1.7 Efficacy 

Considering the data submitted: 

 the efficacy level of STERCO (FORMULATION CODE: GF-1352 WG; MARKETING AUTHORISATION Nº 

2090072) is considered satisfactory for all the requested uses. 

 the selectivity level of STERCO (FORMULATION CODE: GF-1352 WG; MARKETING AUTHORISATION 

Nº 2090072) is considered satisfactory for all the requested uses. 

 the risks of negative impact on yield, quality, transformation processes, propagation, succeeding and adjacent 

crops are considered acceptable.  

 There is a risk of resistance developing or appearing to florasulam for some dicotyledonous weeds, which 

requires monitoring.   
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3.2 Conclusions arising from French assessment 

Taking into account the above assessment, an authorisation can be granted as proposed in Appendix 1 – Copy of 

the product Decision. 

3.3 Substances of concern for national monitoring 

No information stated. 

3.4 Further information to permit a decision to be made or to support a review of the conditions and 

restrictions associated with the authorisation 

3.4.1 Post-authorisation monitoring  

Set up a resistance monitoring to the florasulam 

. Any new information likely to modify the resistance risk analysis, for all uses, must be provided to ANSES 

(France). 

In the absence of significant change in resistance, the results of this monitoring must be provided for the next 

product renewal. 

3.4.2 Post-authorisation data requirements 

The French Decision requests the submission of post-authorisation confirmatory pieces of information within 

24 months regarding: 

- An analytical method for the determination of the relevant impurity 2,6 DFA in the preparation. 

- A wettability test in field conditions of use of the product with a determination of the active substance at the 

beginning and at the end of application. 

 

3.4.3 Label amendments 

The draft label proposed by the applicant in Appendix 2 may be corrected with consideration of any new element 

under points 2.2.1 (or 2.2.2), 2.2.3 and 2.2.4. 

The label shall reflect the detailed conditions stipulated in the Decision.
